Kindred Souls foundation 
lost a very special cat to can-
cer in April 2011. ñFrankieò 
was fostered by Randy & 
Kelly Marquis after he ap-
peared on their doorstep 
three years ago. Frankie had a 
lot of spunk and personality 
and, not surprisingly, he 
quickly integrated into the 
Marquis family.  Frankie and 
Randy shared one of their 
special moments every morn-
ing as Randy packed his 
lunch for work.  Frankie 
would observe and patiently 
wait for Randy to pick him 
up and carry him to the living room where he 
would sit on his lap while Randy drank his coffee. 
This was their routine every weekday morning for 
most of Frankieôs short life. 
  
Frankie was diagnosed with an infection in March 
of this year and began a series of antibiotic treat-
ments, none of which seemed to work. Frankieôs 
doctors at Chambers Creek Veterinary Hospital 
referred him to Dr. Dan Hicks at the Animal 
Emergency Clinic for a neurology assessment.  Dr. 
Hicks agreed with their diagnosis and a more ag-
gressive antibiotic was started. After a couple 
weeks with no improvement, an MRI was done 
and supported the diagnosis by all of the doctors. 
The next step was a bone biopsy and, sadly, it 
showed that Frankie had a very severe and rapidly 
spreading form of cancer.  Euthanasia was the 
only humane option.   
 
In honor of Frankie, Kindred Souls Foundation 
has started ñThe Frankie Fund.ò   This fund will 
benefit Kindred Souls Foundation cats and dogs 
who become ill and need specialized medical care. 

The Frankie Fund will only be used for these types 
of services and it will save lives. 
 
Frankie lived a short but very happy life and 
brought tremendous joy to the Marquis house-
hold. We thank the Marquis family for giving this 
special boy the opportunity to feel loved, safe and 
part of their family. Frankie was well worth the 
financial commitment we made to him and, along 
with the Marquisô, we were able to make him com-
fortable and happy for three years.

Physical 
Chambers Creek Veterinary Hospital 
(CCVH) provides the medical care needed by 
an animal while in our care. Proper nutrition 
and exercise are critical components of a 
healthy lifestyle. CCVH provides each animal 
with a Well Pet Exam and recommendations 
for proper diet and physical activity. 

 
Mental

Emotional

contact to feel special and loved. One-on-one 
nurturing gives them confidence to greet the 
world with a renewed sense of hope. 
 
Spiritual 
What makes your soul happy? We ask that 
question of each animal who crosses our path. 
We find that play tailored to the individual 
animal brings them much joy!

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Shortly after my 
cat Ava (21) was 
euthanized in 
2005, intuition 
led me to stop at 
Chambers Creek 
(our vet for many 
years).  I was 
astounded to see 
Simba on a Kin-
dred Souls Foun-
dation adoption 
sign ï a creamy 
pale orange An-
gora with blue 
eyes!  He was rescued by KSF 
after being teased incessantly and 
injured by some teenagers. His 
injuries required the surgical 
placement of 4 pins in a back 
paw.  I took him home, and we 
became one of the first KSF adop-
tive families! 
  
We also adopted Miles from KSF. 
He was rescued after being aban-

doned outdoors and looked like a 
larger version of Ava. Our two 
KSF feline boys and two rescued 
female dogs now lived with us.   
 

Miles is surely a Kung Fu Master- 
very fast in sparring! (Simba 
ñstudiedò & now wrestles him to 
the ground, but Miles continues 
to ensure Simba is well behaved).  
A sparring or a snuggling Miles 

are not things Ralph 
sees because Miles is 
petrified of men! 
Vomiting plagued 
Miles (ordeal!) and 
years of testing foods 
(ordeal!) led us to 
rabbit and a calmer 
stomach. Miles is in 
early stages of kidney 
failure, but he 
doesnôt let that keep 
him down! Attribute:

Simba adores Ralph and follows 
him around, whereas Simba and I 
chase each other playing.  He 
delights in running toward the 
door when the dogs go out (weôre 
on to him). Simba has diabetes 
and is on a special diet and insu-
lin.

A Rescue Story

Dear Kindred Souls, 

What do we mean by a holistic approach to the 
animalôs care? 
 
Holistic is a term that is thrown around a lot 
these days, much like Empowered, Vision, 
Organic, and other óprogressiveô words that 
have lost their meaning from overuse. I hope 
this does not happen with holistic, but weôre 
one effective Saturday Night Live skit away 
from meaning to cynicism.  
 
Holistic means understanding from whole-
nessðnot the linear/compartmentalization/
breaking things into pieces to understand the separate parts to under-
stand the whole. Holistic is right brained and usually associated with 
poets, artists, musicians, and (donôt get mad) women. Holistic decision
-making absorbs not just the facts, but the context as well.  
 
A great example is a friend of mine Larry. About 6 years ago he experi-
enced a nearly fatal medical issue. It was first recognized during an 
Army physical and the initial diagnosis was a heart-related ailment. 
Then other problems arose. He was having crazy headaches and his 
vision was blurring. For each issue he visited a specialist.  
 
One day, in a fit of frustration, he asked his Cardiologist how this 
particular symptom was related to the neurological issues that he was 
experiencing. ñYouôll have to talk with your brain guyò was the only  

 
 
answer he received. Larry began to re-
search. He found that by adding some 
naturopathic practices like meditation, in 
combination with the other medical inter-
ventions, he began to heal.  
 
We think Larry was right to want to know 
the whole picture, not just the analysis of 
separate parts. That is why we take a holis-
tic approach to the care of the animals.  
Care is not just medicine, a permanent 
home, a sufficient diet, nor is it simply 
the right behavioral training.  

 
We see the animals in the Gestalt. We see their well being physically, 
mentally, emotionally, and spiritually tied together. That is how we 
approach their care.  
 
We do not have a counter on our website to tally the number of adop-
tions weôve secured in a day, or a month, or a year. We are interested 
in finding the right home, not the fastest home. We consider every-
thing about the animals needs and try to match them with people for 
life-long relationships. We believe the whole is greater than the sum of 
its parts.
